ÅThe Civil Defence is subordinate to DCPEP                                     

and comprises 20 districts countrywide 

ÅThe Norwegian Parliament has determined                                 

that the Civil Defence shall be developed as                                   

a separate entity under the leadership of DCPEP



The transition 

from war 

to peacetime

ÅThe present concept is mainly to provide support activities in civil 

emergencies during peacetime whereas previously the most 

important task was to protect against the dangers of war

ÅThe Civil Defence is organized and equipped to render 

appropriate operative support to the emergency and rescue 

departments in the event of major accidents and incidents
